A hexagonal motif was employed in timber screens, flooring and fabric
patterning, reminiscent of a bee hive — an apt metaphor for the wider
community. Honeycomb structures also offer significant strength, and it
is hoped these themes are embodied into the function and results of the
centre.

The facility offers a variety of meeting and counselling rooms, and some
areas where resources such as computers are made available for use. The
back of house administration area consists largely of open plan workstations,
with a few dedicated offices for senior staff.
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
